TUFS currently maintains exchange programs with some 75
organizations in 35 countries worldwide involving countless researchers and students.

1.a base of higher learning related to the world's languages, cultures, and societies.
2.an academic and cutting-edge research base for the world's languages, cultures,
and societies.

3.a global base for Japanese language education.

vinced that TUFS, where dozens of languages are daily used, represents a model for research, edu-
cation, and organizational administration in today's rapidly progressing multilingual and multicul-
tural environment.
