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Students in the School of Japan Studies can take GLIP English language courses (English A, B,

and C) as part of the Language Courses requirement for graduation. In principle, J1 students should

earn 8 credits from English A during the first year and 6 credits from English B in the second year
and above. J2 students should earn 8 credits from English A during the first year and 4 credits from
English B in the second year and above. If you are a J3 student, who has entered this university by
High School Recommendation, and are eligible to take fundamental Japanese 600-level classes, you
can choose to take GLIP English Language courses if you wish. In such cases, J3 students should
follow the guidelines for J2 students, which means earning 8 credits from English A during the first
year and 4 credits from English B in the second year and above. J3 students whose native language
is English and who are eligible for the fundamental Japanese 600-level can take English A1/A2
classes, but only at the advanced level. Regardless of their level in Japanese, students can take

English B1/B2 (Advanced): Academic Writing classes from their second year. For further information

and class placement, see “GLIP Guide for Students.”
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J1/J2 students

During the first year, students are strongly suggested to take two Production classes (English A1
and A2) and two Reception classes (English A3 and A4) both in the Spring and Fall Quarters, for a
total of 8 credits. For information regarding class placement, see “GLIP Guide for Students.”
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J3 students

Students who are eligible to take the Fundamental Japanese 600-level classes can enroll in GLIP
English A classes, if they wish. In that case, they are advised to take 8 credits of English A: two
Production classes (English A1 and A2) and two Reception classes (English A3 and A4) in the Spring
and Fall Quarters. Students cannot freely choose their classes, so those who wish to enroll should
contact GLIP desk.

Similarly, native English speakers who meet the eligibility criteria for the fundamental Japanese

600-level may also enroll in advanced-level English A1/A2 classes. As with other studnets, they

cannot choose their classes freely and should contact GLIP desk.

Third-year transfer students who wish to take GLIP English language courses as part of the

Language Courses requirement for graduation should contact GLIP desk.
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J1/J2/J3 students
(3%¢Please note: The information below does not apply to J3 students who are native English speakers

and are eligible to take fundamental Japanese 600-level classes.)

Instead of taking English A1/A2/A3/A4, you may choose to take English A classes offered as
Summer/Winter Intensive English courses and/or Summer English Immersion. You can earn up to
8 credits of English A in total: 4 credits of Production (English A1/A2) and 4 credits of Reception
(English A3/A4). However, even if you have already earned 8 credits, you can take English A courses
offered as Summer/Winter Intensive English or Summer English Immersion (The additionally
earned credits are counted as part of the 30 credits in Language Courses required for graduation.).
On the other hand, you cannot take English A courses in the Spring/Fall Quarter if you have already
earned 8 credits. It is possible, however, to take more than 2 English A courses either in the Spring
or Fall Quarter as long as the total number of English A credits you have earned is less than 8. In
this case, all the English A credits you earn are counted as part of the 30 credits in Language Courses

required for graduation, even if it exceeds 8 credits.
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J1 students

From the second year and above, it is highly recommended that students earn a total of 6 credits:
4 credits from English B1/B2/B3/B4 courses and 2 credits from English B5/B6 courses exclusively
offered to the School of Japan Studies. Make enrolling in the English B5/B6 classes a priority and
follow the designated class assignments for these courses. Students whose student ID numbers end
in an odd number should enroll in Class A, while those whose numbers end in an even number
should enroll in Class B. In addition to English B5 and B6, earning credits from the English
B1/B2/B3/B4 courses is strongly advised.

J2 students

From the second year and above, it is highly recommended that students earn a total of 4 credits:
2 credits from English B1/B2/B3/B4 courses and 2 credits from English B5/B6 courses which are
exclusively offered to the School of Japan Studies. Make it a priority to enroll in the English B5/B6
classes and follow the designated class assignments for these courses. Students whose student ID
numbers end in an odd number should enroll in Class A, while those whose numbers end in an even
number should enroll in Class B. In addition to English B5 and B6, earning credits from the English
B1/B2/B3/B4 courses is strongly advised.

However, if students have previously completed English A5/A6 and, as a result, have earned or
are expected to earn a total of 10 credits in English A, they will be required to earn 2 credits from

English B, specifically through English B5/B6 courses.
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J3 students

Students eligible for the fundamental Japanese 600-level courses have the option to enroll in GLIP
English B classes starting from the second year. It is highly recommended that they earn a total of
4 credits: 2 credits from English B1/B2/B3/B4 courses and 2 credits from English B5/B6 exclusively
offered to the School of Japan Studies.

Native English speakers are allowed to enroll in English B1/B2 (Advanced): Academic Writing
classes from the second year, irrespective of their level in the fundamental Japanese course or the
credits earned from English A courses. Enrollment in other English B classes is not permitted.
Students wishing to enroll in English B1/B2 should contact the Education Affairs Division for
registration procedures.

Third-year transfer students who wish to take GLIP English language courses as part of the

Language Courses requirement for graduation should contact GLIP desk.
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J1/J2/J3 students
(3%¢Please note: The information below does not apply to J3 students who are native English speakers

and are eligible to enroll in English B1/B2 (Advanced): Academic Writing courses.)

To be eligible to take English B1/B2/B3/B4 courses, you are required to have earned more than 3
credits from English A courses by the end of the previous academic year (see the table below). On
the other hand, you may take English B5 and B6 in the second year irrespective of the number of
English A credits you have earned. Instead of taking English B1/B2/B3/B4, you may choose to take
English B classes offered as the Summer/Winter Intensive English courses. On the other hand, you
cannot take the Summer/Winter Intensive English courses instead of English B5/B6. If you take
English B classes in the third year or later, it is highly recommended that you take either English
B1/B2/B3/B4 or the Summer/Winter Intensive English courses. As for English B5/B6, it is highly
recommended that you take these classes in the second year.

English B7/B8 are courses required for earning an English language teaching certificate. If you



take Teacher Training Courses, you may include credits for English B7/B8 as part of the 30 credits
in Language Courses required for graduation.

You can earn up to 2 credits for Online and On-Demand English B1/B2 (courses using online
learning material) during the undergraduate years. However, you will not be eligible to earn credits

if you take a course that does not match your TOEIC score or a course that uses the same on-demand

materials.
