The declining birthrate, aging society, and declining population show no signs of
abating in Japan. The world as a whole, on the other hand, is concerned about
future food and resource supplies because of the ongoing population growth and
environmental destruction. It seems that human society is losing its sustainability.

In the mid-19th century, Japan, feeling left behind after contact with Western
countries, sought to evade the crisis by learning from such countries and adopting
their science, technology, and social systems. Tokyo School of Foreign Languages,
the predecessor of Tokyo University of Foreign Studies, was founded in 1873 as
part of this effort.

There is no “answer” abroad to the current crises. Nevertheless, the significance
of looking abroad has not diminished. Without exposure to modes of thinking and
knowledge that do not exist in our own country, new ideas for breaking through
the current difficulties will not be triggered. In this respect, TUFS should be able to
meet the demands of the times.

TUFS is a gathering place for researchers and students who travel to various parts
of the world and bring their culture and knowledge back to Japan. Therefore,
encounters and fusions of diverse wisdom inevitably occur here. It is in this singular
space that imagination and creativity are nurtured to reshape our lives and society.
TUFS will transmit new visions and values through the process of exploration,
experimentation, and innovation, while making the most of its connections with a
world full of diversity.
