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Incorporating a specific example, discuss the role of pop culture phenomena like anime and manga in

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During the Tempo era (1831-1845), the internal problems and external threats first faced by the Tokugawa
bakufu during the second half of the eighteenth century further intensified. In an effort to address these
problems from within and without, the bakufu initiated a comprehensive program of political reform known
as the Tempo Reforms.
