1. Potential New CAAS Member Institutions

Prof. Miyazaki proposed to settle on a procedure for
admitting new members to CAAS and explained the
procedure (draft), which was discussed and agreed.
Then, he explained that Columbia University, which is
one of the partner Universities of TUFS, shows interest in
joining CAAS. After the discussion, steps were decided
to be taken according to the procedure mentioned above.
It was confirmed that after obtaining consent of all the
member institutions according to the procedure stage 2,
TUFS will take the next step to ask Columbia University to
submit a “letter of intent” provided on the procedure stage
3.

2. Nomination of Executive Coordinator

Prof. Miyazaki proposed to nominate Executive
Coordinator among the present coordinators of CAAS
member institutions for the smooth functioning of the future
consortium, which was approved. Prof. Busser suggested
that Prof. Miyazaki of TUFS was the right person for the
role in view of the formation of CAAS, and Prof. Miyazaki
accepted it.

3. Provisional Schedule of CAAS Symposia and
Workshops after 2010

Prof. Miyazaki explained the provisional schedule of
CAAS symposia and workshops after the first one in Leiden
this year, which was approved. Prof. Busser mentioned that
it is necessary to hold the 4th symposium and workshop
by October 2012 considering the situation of TUFS fund,
and that according to the condition mentioned above it is
necessary to hold the 3rd symposium in early 2011. It was
agreed that CAAS coordinator meetings are to be held at
the time of symposia and workshops whenever possible.

4. Activity Report of the On-going Projects
Prof. Miyazaki reported, according to the distributed
information, of each of the following projects and
exchanged opinions.
a) Documentary Linguistics for Lesser-Studied
Languages project

b) Cooperative research in Applied Linguistics

c) Javanese Studies project

d) Joint Training Programs for Young Researchers
e) Others
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Prof. Miyazaki expressed his gratitude for CAAS
members’ contribution to the external evaluation of TUFS,
which was asked to the member institutions at the last
Coordinator Meeting.

5. CAAS Funding Situation

Firstly, about CAAS funding situation at TUFS, Prof.
Miyazaki explained that TUFS will try to seek for other funds
since the present operating fund ends in March 2010.

Secondly, Prof. Busser introduced the Education
Cooperation Programme between the EU and Australia,
Japan, New Zealand and the Republic of Korea which
can be applied under CAAS and application from member
institutions is to be discussed. The detailed information of
the programme will be sent to each member institutions
afterwards.

Lastly, trying to seek for funds using CAAS is to be
requested to all other member institutions.

6. Maintenance of CAAS Web Site
Prof. Kondo asked all the member institutions to
cooperate in the maintenance of CAAS web site.

From August 26 to August 28, 2009, for the duration of
3 days, Leiden University of the Netherlands hosted an
international symposium and workshop organized by “The
Consortium of Asian and African Studies” (CAAS). CAAS
is comprised of 5 institutions, including TUFS, that are at
a worldwide top level of conducting Asian and African
research and education.

CAAS was established in March 2007, upon an idea
originating from TUFS, with the objective of promoting,
at a worldwide level, research and educational activities
related to regions within Asia and Africa. CAAS consists
of Institut National des Langues et Civilisations Orientales,
Leiden University, The Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences
(FASS) of National University of Singapore, The School of
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Oriental and African Studies University of London, and
TUFS.

During the symposium, 9 researchers from the above
5 institutions held presentations regarding their research,
based on the themes of religion, identity, and conflict.
Moreover, on the final day, a workshop was held by young
researchers, enrolled in doctorial courses, which attracted
comments from instructors about their works. 4 students
from TUFS, who conducted long term research at the
CAAS affiliated schools last year, presented upon their
research. The symposium was an excellent and valuable
opportunity for all attending students (The workshop
was held with assistance from the Japan Society for the
Promotion of Science).
