1. Direct Democracy and Indirect Democracy

What is Direct Democracy?
It is one method of democracy where everyone discusses and decides things together.

e Pros: Everyone's opinions are valued.
o« Cons:
1. It takes a long time to discuss if there are many participants.
2. There may be people who do not think deeply or who dislike discussions.

Are there still places that use direct democracy? Yes, in Switzerland, there are still places that
practice direct democracy. People gather to discuss and decide things thoroughly. The name of
the assembly is the Landsgemeinde.

What is Indirect Democracy?
It is another method of democracy.

o First, citizens elect representatives.

e Those representatives then discuss and make decisions, usually through majority rule.

« Pros: Representatives can take the time to discuss and decide things carefully.

« Cons: Since we are not the ones directly discussing and deciding, our views may not
always be prioritized.



2. Challenges of Modern Democracy

What is Fascism?

Fascism places the highest importance on making the country strong. Many people tend to
believe that strengthening the country is a good thing, so fascist leaders are often elected as
national representatives. However, fascist politics do not value individual freedom.

What is populism?
Populism is a political strategy.
What do you do when you're trying to win people over?

“Person A is a bad person!”

“Let's join forces to get rid of Mr. Al”

This is populism.
Populism creates “enemies” to gain more followers.
The good thing about populism is that it increases the number of people participating in politics.
The bad thing about populism is that people participate in politics without thinking things through.
Participating in politics based on

can sometimes lead to trouble.

What is the politically disengaged demographic?

Do you think about politics?

There are people who don’t think about politics.

Those people make up the politically disengaged demographic.

What is the non-partisan group?

Politicians with independent views have gathered.

This is the “non-partisan group.”

The non-partisan group consists of people who do not have a “political party” they consider good.
In Japan, the non-partisan group began to grow around 1970.

In the 1990s, the non-partisan group accounted for half of the population.
