1. About the Separation of Powers

What is the "Separation” of powers? The power held by a country is called state power. If this
power is concentrated in one person, it leads to trouble. For example, if power is concentrated in a
King, he might mistreat people he dislikes or take away our possessions. To prevent this, power is
divided into three parts.

The Three Powers:

1. Legislative Power: The power to decide the rules (laws) of the country. The Diet is
responsible for this.

2. Executive Power: The power to administer the country according to those rules. The
Cabinet is responsible for this.

3. Judicial Power: The power to punish those who do not follow the rules. The Courts decide
how to punish them.

The Diet, the Cabinet, and the Courts closely monitor each other's work. This is to ensure that no
single branch holds too much power.

2. About the Diet

What is the Diet? We elect representatives (members of the Diet) for politics. These members
gather in the Diet to discuss and decide the country's rules. Within the Diet, there are two houses
where discussions take place: the House of Representatives and the House of Councillors.



How many years do members work in the Diet? The term length differs between the two
houses.

« House of Representatives: The term is 4 years. We elect these members once every four
years.

« House of Councillors: The term is 6 years. Every three years, we elect half of the
members.

The House of Representatives and the House of Councillors have differing opinions. What
should be done?
When the House of Representatives and the House of Councillors have differing opinions, this is
called a “divided Diet.”
When the Diet is divided, representatives from the House of Representatives and the House of
Councillors hold discussions.
The place where representatives from the House of Representatives and the House of
Councillors hold these discussions is the Inter-House Council.
Even after discussions in the Inter-House Council, their opinions remained divided.
In that case, the decision is made in favor of the House of Representatives’ position.
This is called the “precedence of the House of Representatives.”

What does the Diet do to ensure the separation of powers?
The Diet closely monitors the work of the Cabinet and the courts.
If there are problems with the work of the Cabinet or the courts,
the Diet criticizes the work of the Cabinet or the courts.
The power to scrutinize the Cabinet is called “parliamentary oversight.”
The body that scrutinizes the work of the courts is called the “Judicial Council.”

3. About the Cabinet
What is the Cabinet’s role?
The Cabinet conducts politics in accordance with the rules established by the Diet.
Specifically, the Cabinet performs the following duties:
*The Cabinet negotiates with other countries (foreign affairs).
*The Cabinet decides how the nation’s funds are spent (fiscal policy).
*The Cabinet appoints judges to the courts (judicial appointments).
*The Cabinet assists the Emperor’s duties (by providing advice and consent).

What is the Emperor?
The Emperor holds no political power.
The Emperor is a figure who symbolizes Japan and the Japanese people.
The Emperor works for the sake of Japan (state duties).
State duties require the assistance of the Cabinet (advice and consent).
