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basic labor rights
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Workers have the same power as companies. Based on this idea, the “three rights” used to determine
working conditions are known as the “three labor rights’ (1) the right of workers to unite rather than act
alone; (2) the right of workers to negotiate with companies on an equal footing; and (3) the right of
Workers to stop work in order to have their voices heard.
