A former lord of the Shirakawa Clan, he was the head of the old
government under lenari, the 11th Shogun of the Edo
Shogunate, and initiated the Kansei Reforms. In order to reform
the Tanuma politics, he promoted a rural-centered policy and
suppressed commercial capital. He also strictly enforced the
law against any criticism of politics or disturbance of public
morals, which led to growing dissatisfaction among the
townspeople, and he was dismissed from the post of Rou-juu

after only six years in office.
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implemented the Tempo Reforms, which tightened thrift and
cracked down on public morals in order to rebuild public
finances. He also implemented policies to control the
commodity economy and rebuild farming villages, but he was
ousted after the failure of the Jochi Decree, which was aimed at
strengthening the power of the shogunate.
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Revolutions that were initiated by citizens to win their rights to
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production activities and social structure. In Japan, this
occurred in the latter half of the 19th century.
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The 1840-1842 war between the British and the Qing dynasty
arose from the problem of opium smuggling. China suffered a
crushing defeat, and Japan became aware of the power of the
West in modernizing the country.
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This is the second decree issued during the reign of Mizuno
Tadakuni, allowing foreign ships to be supplied with fuel and
water. The law was issued to allow foreign ships to return home
as peacefully as possible after the defeat of the Qing Dynasty
by the British in the Opium War. The first decree was issued
due to the arrival of Russian ships, but was later withdrawn,
and the decree to strike off foreign ships was issued.
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
