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About 7 million years ago, we humans were born on what is now the African
continent. At that time, people lived in caves and in the shadows of rocks. They lived
as hunter-gatherers. Their lives depended on animals and the fruits of the forest,
and they repeatedly moved from place to place in order to secure food. Later, human
ancestors migrated from Africa to other parts of the world about 100,000 to
300,000 years ago. It is said that humans arrived in the Japanese archipelago
about 30,000 years ago. Human beings eventually formed cities and civilizations in
various parts of the world, and a variety of cultures and longuages emerged. Cities
also traded actively with each other, commerce developed, and cultures and

technologies were transmitted and influenced each other.

Q Why did humans migrate from Africa to other parts of the world?

Q: What kinds of things did people obtain through trade? Let me give you an

example.

In the 15th century, Europeans expanded into continents such as Africa, Asia, and
America (Age of Discovery). Europeans gradually established colonies in search of
wealth and resources, and trade developed.

Trade goods included spices, gold and silver, and guns. Eventually, in the |17th and
| 8th centuries, it became a variety of trade goods, including tea, sugar, tobacco,
coffee, cotton products, and ceramics. During this process, Western European
countries such as Britain and France also engaged in the slave trade, and many
Africans were taken to the Caribbean and the Americas. Atlantic slave trade

population outflows in West Africa and weakening of the regional economy,

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Wealth concentrated in Europe, especially in England, and in the | 8th
century, the Scientific Revolution and Industrial Revolution occurred, and an
industrialized society was born. With the Industrial Revolution, transportation
networks and distribution developed, and the population concentrated in
cities. This created workers and made mass production possible.

In this way, economic systems called capitalist economy, market economy,

and free trade emerged, and the world became more integrated.

Meanwhile, modern states consisting of sovereign states and nation-states
were formed in Western Europe, the United States Constitution was created in
| 776, and the French Revolution broke out in 1789, influencing the world.

However, in the | 8th century, the right to participate in politics was limited
to men with property, and women, slaves, and immigrants were not allowed to

vote.

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In the 19th century, global population movements occurred, as many
immigrants from China, India, and Japan moved to various parts of the world.

In the Americas, Australia, and New Zealand, the labor of immigrants drove

domestic development.

Meanwhile, nation-states in Western Europe began to control immigration
and restrict entry. When there was a shortage of jobs, immigrants were
accepted into the labor force, but when the economy stagnated, immigrants
were restricted from entering the country. The United States also enacted

a law in 1924 that prohibited immigrants from entering the country.

As the world becomes more integrated and economic and social globalization
progresses, more and more people are moving between countries and regions. In
addition, many refugees are generated due to regional conflicts and wars.

Refugees are people who have fled their home country or are unable to return to
their home country because of fear of persecution or harm because of their race,
religion, nationality, political opinion, or membership in a particular social group.

Living in the modern world, we need to face the fact that there are people who
move between countries and regions or who evacuate from their home countries for
various reasons. International organizations such as the United Nations are also

working to guarantee and protect the human rights of immigrants and refugees.

Protecting and supporting the world's large numbers of migrant workers and their
families is a global challenge. In 1990, the United Nations General Assembly
adopted the International Convention for the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant
Workers and Members of Their Families. The law prohibits forced labor for
immigrant workers and their families, and prohibits discrimination in education.

More than 50 countries have now ratified it.

The United Nations has created international treaties and organizations to
protect the human rights of migrants and refugees. As of 2022, there are 108.4

million refugees in the world.

The United Nations created the 1951 Convention Relating to the Status of
Refugees and the 1967 Protocol, which set out the rights of refugees and the
obligations of governments. Currently, more than | 40 countries have acceded to
the Convention, the Protocol, or both. The Office of the United Nations High
Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) is established to provide protection and

assistance under the Refugee Convention.
