B About Courses

This course is designed for those who have completed the first half of the elementary level (JLPT
N5 level/know the plain form of verbs, adjectives and nouns). The goal of this course is to acquire
Japanese language skills in the latter half of the elementary level through LIVE online Japanese
lessons. Students will learn Japanese to achieve a task (a conversational task, a presentation task
and a writing task) in each lesson. Students will also have a lot of opportunities to interact with
classmates and the instructor in Japanese. There will be pre-assignments and post-assignments
for each class. Kanji lessons will not be provided in this course.

Can give advice on daily life and travel.
Can ask and answer questions about what they are preparing for and studying in Japan
Can talk about one's past experiences. (Memorable or troubling experiences, etc.)
Can introduce the letter, language, and cuisine of your own country.
Can use appropriate expressions and vocabulary depending on the person you are talking to.
(Write an email to a superior, make a request politely to a teacher, ask for permission from a
teacher, introduce oneself in front of a large audience)
