During the first year, for 8 credits, you are strongly suggested to take two Production classes
(English A1 and A2) and two Reception classes (English A3 and A4) both in the Spring and Fall
quarters. Instead of taking English A1/A2/A3/A4, you may choose to take English A classes offered
as the Summer/Winter Intensive English courses and/or Summer Immersion Camp. You can earn
up to 8 credits of English A in total: 4 credits of Production (English A1/A2) and 4 credits of Reception
(English A3/A4). However, even if you have already earned 8 credits, you can take English A courses
offered as Summer/Winter Intensive English or Summer Immersion Camp (the additionally earned
credits are counted as part of the 30 credits in Language Courses required for graduation). On the
other hand, you cannot take English A courses in the Spring/Fall quarter if you have already earned

8 credits. It is possible, however, to take more than 2 English A courses either in the Spring or Fall
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quarter as long as the total number of English A credits you have earned is less than 8. In that case,
all the English A credits you earn are counted as part of the 30 credits in Language Courses required
for graduation, even if it exceeds 8 credits.

In the second year and above, you are strongly suggested to take 4 credits from English
B1/B2/B3/B4 courses and 2 credits from the English language courses exclusively open to the School
of Japan Studies (English B5 and B6). To be eligible to take English B1/B2/B3/B4 courses, you are
required to have earned more than 3 credits from English A courses by the end of the previous
academic year (see the table below). On the other hand, you may take English B5 and B6 in the
second year irrespective of the number of English A credits you have earned. Instead of taking
English B1/B2/B3/B4, you may choose to take English B classes offered as the Summer/Winter

Intensive English courses. On the other hand, you cannot take the Summer/Winter Intensive
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English courses instead of English B5/B6. If you take English B classes in the third year or later, it
is highly recommended that you take either English B1/B2/B3/B4 or the Summer/Winter Intensive
English courses. As for English B5/B6, it is highly recommended that you take these classes in the
second year.

English B7/B8 are courses required for earning an English language teaching certificate. If you
take Teacher Training Courses, you may include credits for English B7/B8 as part of the 30 credits
in Language Courses required for graduation.

You can earn up to 2 credits for Online and On-Demand English B1/B2 (courses using online
learning material) during the undergraduate years. However, you will not be eligible to earn credits
if you take a course that does not match your TOEIC score or a course that uses the same on-demand
materials.

% German (Coordinator: NISHIOKA Akane)
For German A courses, take a combination of either “Grammar” & “Integrated” or “Grammar” & “Conversation” classes.

% French (Coordinator: TANABE Yoshimi)
For French A (Beginner level) courses, take one or more “Grammar” classes.
French B (Advanced level) courses assume the proficiency level of those who have completed French A (Beginner level).

% Italian (Coordinator: KOKUBO Marie)

For Italian A courses, the same contents will be taught in classes held on the same day, both in the Spring and Fall Quarters. As
Tuesday and Friday classes are dependent on each other, take one of the classes from each day (e.g. a combination of “Tuesday
4th period and Friday 4th period” or “Tuesday 4th period and Friday 5th period” classes, etc.). Since the Spring courses are a
prerequisite for the Fall courses, take Spring and Fall courses sequentially if you have never studied Italian before. In this case,
you do not have to take the same combination of days/periods of classes in the Spring and Fall Quarters (e.g. you may take
Tuesday 4th period and Friday 4th period classes in the Spring, and Tuesday 5th period and Friday 5th period classes in the Fall).
Italian B courses assume the proficiency level of those who have completed Italian A (Spring and Fall) courses. As the contents
of Italian B courses are independent of each other, you may take Wednesday (conversation) and/or Friday (grammar) classes.

% Spanish (Coordinator: KUME Junko)

There are no differences in difficulty level among Spanish A1, A2, A3, A4 courses. You may take these courses in any combination.
Read the syllabi carefully and understand the course contents when choosing a course. As the instructor might conduct a lottery
or selection to limit the number of students who can register for the course, be sure to attend the first lesson. In principle, attend
the classes taught by the same instructor in the Spring and Fall Quarters.

% Russian (Coordinator: HIKITA Go)

(1) Russian A1/A2 (Tuesday 5th period) and Russian A3/A4 (Friday 4th period) depend on each other and use the same textbook.
Take both courses in the same year.

(2) Russian B1, B2, B3, B4 courses assume the proficiency level of those who have completed Russian A1/A2/A3/A4. The courses
are organized to have the best learning effect when taken in the order of Al and A3 first, then A2 and A4, then B1 and B3,
and finally, B2 and B4.

% Chinese (Coordinator: KURATA Akiko)

(1) The Chinese courses include: Chinese A1/A2 (Grammar, Beginner level), Chinese A3/A4 (Conversation, Beginner level),
Chinese B1/B2 (Conversation, Advanced level), and Chinese B3/B4 (Reading comprehension and Super B, that is, Advanced
level Conversation). Choose courses in different categories. Avoid taking more than one class in a single category as the
classes with the same Subject title use the same textbook and teach the same contents, even if they are taught by different
instructors in different time periods (Exception: Chinese Reading comprehension and Super B use different textbooks).

(2) For those who are learning Chinese for the first time, the courses are organized to have the best learning effect when taken
in the order of Al and A3 first, then A2 and A4, then B1 and B3, and finally, B2 and B4. One textbook is used for Al and A2,
one for A3 and A4, one for B1 and B2, and one for B3 and B4.

For Arabic A courses, two classes of "Grammar" and "Reading, Conversation, Writing"
are offered in each quarter. Be sure to attend the first lesson, as the instructor might adjust the number of students if there
is a big difference in class size between the two classes.

(2) For Arabic B courses, take two “Reading, Conversation, Writing” classes per quarter.

% Portuguese (Coordinator: TAKEDA Chika)

Portuguese A classes on Monday 5th period and Thursday 5th period are for beginners. As for Grammar for Beginners, take
Portuguese Al (Monday 5th), and A3 (Thursday 5th) in the Spring Quarter, and A2 (Monday 5th) and A4 (Thursday 5th) in the
Fall quarter in this order since these classes have consecutive contents. As Portuguese Al and A3 classes are related, be sure to
take both classes at the same time. As for Portuguese B courses, you may take any classes according to your needs and interests
since they are independent elective courses.
