All students will write
a report on an area of Tokyo or Kyoto using cartographic materials. The wider cultural impact of the cities
is presented, with reference to tourism, publishing, film, music, art and literature in various periods. The
crafts and consumer goods produced in traditional neighborhoods are another topic for study, and a class
each will be devoted to the food culture of Kyoto and Tokyo past and present. Students will produce a research
essay on a relevant topic of their choice with the guidance of the instructor.

Studying
film, the first audio-visual medium with a history of over 120 years, will give you an excellent basis to do so.
We will work closely along one of the standard works, “Film Art: An Introduction” (Bordwell and Thompson,
2013, international edition). Over the course of the term, we will cover the principal aspects of film, its
narrative form and style. We will also watch and analyse films together in class, in order to practice the
concepts already acquired and to hone your writing about films in order to prepare you for the final film
analytical essay.

Classes will include a lecture on the chapter for the week, exercises, and discussion time to clarify points
and concepts. You are required to work through the respective chapter prior to class, come prepared to ask
questions and deepen your understanding of the topics discussed through the exercises. We will also have
short quizzes to check your understanding of the topics discussed. For your final assignment, you will write
an essay of 1,000 words, analysing a feature film of your choice.

Classic cuisines such as honzen, kaiseki and shojin and iconic favourites such as sushi and
ramen are examined from a transnational perspective. Students are introduced to the critical discourse on
Japanese food as it relates to topics including politicized issues such as whaling, domestic labour and
production shortages and the slow food movement, or the roles of food in religious practice such as Zen
Buddhism, mountain religion and pre-modern vegetarianism. Food technology, economics, distribution and
materiality are discussed where appropriate.

After all, he was
the man who led the “March to the Sea” during the American Civil War, mercilessly burning and destroying
every Southern town he came across. The 20th century, sometimes called the “century of war,” made his
words true even more ferociously and massively. According to the New York Times, at least 108 million
people died in wars during the 20th century. This is a staggering number, in comparison to those who died
from all wars through the entirety of preceding human history, between 150 million and one billion people.
And even now, more than 20 years into the 21st century, wars show no sign of ceasing. Why have
modernization and science, which supposedly contributed to human progress, not yet abolished this barbaric
practice of “war”? In 1947, three years after the term “genocide” was coined to describe the systematic
destruction of particular race or ethnic group, comedian Charlie Chaplin remarked in his film Monsieur
Verdoux: “One murder makes a villain; millions, a hero. Numbers sanctify, my good fellow.”

Through lecture, reading
assignments, and discussion, you can not only increase your general knowledge of postwar Japanese
diplomatic relations with these countries/ areas but also nurture your understanding of critical issues lying
in them — such as the pacifist constitution and the U.S.-Japan security treaty, the San Francisco peace treaty
and the issue of reparation/ compensation, territorial disputes, and the so-called history problem.

An Introduction to Film Theory

Although film is a relatively young form of art, field of industry, and source of entertainment, it has its roots
in previous forms of cultural representation, such as literature, theatre, or photography, to name the most
obvious. Consequently, soon after the birth of cinema, practitioners, critics, and theoreticians from other
disciplines started formulating ideas on the nature of film, of what makes film different, how film “works”,
what film should “be”, and, of course, what film should “do”. Knowledge of these debates is indispensable for
our comprehension of film’s place in the world and in history, as well as for our appreciation of the visceral
affects the moving image has been able to impart on its viewers since its inception.

This class surveys significant historical and more recent approaches to tackling “film”. In this overview, we
will acquaint ourselves with writers’ theoretical responses to a wide range of critical issues concerning the
moving image: its nature, function, genre, spectatorship, stardom, etc. Due to the proliferation of the
discipline, one term is not enough to cover the entire range of “film theory”. Hence, we will focus on classical
and recent texts on selected debates (see plan). At the end of this course, students will have developed an
understanding of the history, methodology, and philosophy of scholarly film analysis. As well as engaging
critically with foundational texts and films, the course also aims at providing the basis for an enhanced
appreciation and enjoyment of film as art and entertainment.

The class is mainly lecture-centred. Each week’s lecture is based on the key reading for the class, mainly
contextualising the text and debate, but also once more going through the line of argument and key concepts.
Lectures will be followed by discussion sessions and/or group activities. Since the experience of watching a
film together, for a fixed amount of time and in a (more or less) closed space, is indispensable for
understanding the practice of cinema as it was for much of its history, and consequently the theoretical texts
dealt with in class, the plan includes two screenings of selected films and follow-up discussions. For their
final assignment, students will write a critical essay related to the topics and debates covered over the term,
after approval of the essay topic by the instructor.

A Critical Overview of the Japanese Cinema 2

This course surveys the Japanese cinema, from the postwar to the contemporary. The Japanese film industry,
with its long history, vibrant culture, and prolific output as produced a wide range of works, many of them
reaching “canonical” status in film history, others remaining largely obscure, both in Japan and abroad. It
has also produced an expansive array of scholarly responses, and played a crucial role in the development of
film studies as an academic discipline.

In this class, we will survey the history as well as the historiography of Japanese narrative film by reading
a selection of the aforementioned scholarly responses, chosen either for their prominence (or notoriety) or
due to their discussion of a significant film or film-historical movement. By focussing on articles or book
chapters published in English, we will also gain an impression on how Japanese cinema is being presented,
received, discussed, and categorised outside Japan.

Students will also work on a group project, analysing one film and present on your findings.

Students will gain a good knowledge of key texts in the discipline, as well as experience in reading and
applying scholarly articles.

Japanese Contemporary Music and Identities 1

This course aims to clarify why considering Japanese contemporary music as a “hybrid” object made of
“Western” and “indigenous” elements that merge in the course of history cannot suffice to seize its entire
substance. To speak about hybridity is not fundamentally incorrect, but to stick to this view would be too
much simplistic as it fails to shed a light on the multiple dynamics at work in the integrative process of the
West, and to reveal how musicians take part in national and international debates they aim for, how they
handle the political and social dynamics of their time, how they discuss local and international music and
the way to be aligned with them or to challenge them. In other words, this simplistic view cannot account
for how they participate in the shaping of cultures and construct identities in relation to the Nation, to the
Other, and to other kinds of communities more directly concerning them.

In order to understand why we cannot reasonably develop one general historiography of Japanese
contemporary music, we will decompose the supposed unity of the aforesaid Japanese contemporary music
through a kaleidoscopic approach, accessing it from several “moments” in music history from the Taisho
period to the postwar period, and from several “locations” on the music genres map, related to different music
economies. Making visible the encounters and the tensions (in both international and national contexts) that
underlay the shaping of many movements of Japanese contemporary music will eventually allow us to see
that there is no such thing as determinism or teleology in music history: beyond entertainment or art, it is
all about creators that actively make what they intend to, dealing with the historical, social and economic
context.

The course blends lecture and seminar elements, as students will read some articles and book chapters in
English, localize the issues introduced or lying beneath the author’s view, answer some questions and lead
discussions. It is organized in several blocks of two sessions, including a lecture and a discussion of a text
introducing a particular dynamic at work in the shaping of cultures and the construction of identities. During
the course, students will also have to give a presentation on a piece of music and its context of production
and diffusion, illustrating one or several of the dynamics seen in the course.

Feminism and Gender in Japan: History and Context

This course aims to understand the global history of feminism and gender issues in Japan.

Since the mid-2010s, and particularly since the #MeToo movement, feminism and gender studies have
emerged in Japanese society: compared to a decade ago, a plethora of literature on gender and feminism is
now readily available in bookstores, and these issues are increasingly visibly raised in public. “Japanese”
feminism (or feminisms), in fact, has its origins in the modern era and has persisted through the decades,
having passed through “waves” and weathered “backlashes”. Why did it take so long to emerge in Japanese
society and be accepted? To address this question, in this course, we will deal with the general history of
feminism and gender in Japan. Starting with the first “feminist movement” of the Meiji era and through the
two world wars and the second wave of feminism in the 1970s, following the backlash period of the 2000s,
we will discuss and address the current situations surrounding gender issues in Japanese society.

Rethinking the history of neologisms from Edo to Meiji Japan

This course aims to understand the history of neologisms in Japan from Edo to Meiji era. Despite its rich
perspectives, the history of neologisms in Japan does not yet seem to be understood as an established area
of research. This course will first introduce the processes of transformations of Japanese vocabulary from
the Edo period onward. The focus here is put on the questions of what role translations (of which texts)
played in these processes, who made these translations, why these translations were possible as well as
necessary, and what consequences these translations seem to have had. After the historical introduction,
three different terms will be specifically taken as examples of neologisms and the current state of research
on their own translation paths will be presented. At the end of the semester, students will have a framework
in which they will present their favorite neologisms in groups. This may be a Japanese word or a neologism
in the native language of the presenters. The presentation will include their own research on processes of
translation as well as transfer of the chosen neologisms.
